During the off-peak season we would expect this to be less, 
for example 1-2 external hires, and 2-4 in-house events per month. 
Off-sales during the off peak season would be restricted to event days. During the peak season, off-
sales would be during site opening hours, currently Sunday to Friday 11am to 4pm, but this may 
increase to 7 days and longer opening hours from 2023.

TERMS ʹ Children aged 0+ and young persons aged 16 and 17 allowed entry only with an 
accompanying adult aged 18 or over, between the hours of 11am and 11pm.

TIMES ʹ Children and young persons will be allowed entry between 11am - 11pm. 
PARTS - Children and young persons will be allowed entry in all public areas of the site, with the 
exception of any immediate bar vicinity.
