That length of the Dumbarton-Arrochar Road (Route A814), within the town of
Helensburgh, from a point 305 metres south easterly of the extended east kerb line of the
entrance road to Hermitage Academy in a south easterly direction to a point 5 metres
west of the extended west kerb line of the entrance road to the property known as lona
Stable for a distance of 240 metres or thereby.
